10,000 Kent people lead the way in the South East in calling

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Having been out campaigning for a referendum in Kent towns over the past 3 weeks 
the message is loud and clear, the people want their referendum.  Some go further, 
Socialists who have never voted Tory before will do so at the next General Election 
because their party has failed them; UKIPers delivered leaflets for us; those that 
signed up to a European Economic Community and voted Yes in 1975, the same
